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EXPANDING THE NETWORK

12S News recipients constitute a loose network, which is effectively a mailing list of people who sign-
up to receive this bi-monthly newsletter. For the First Global Conference on Research Integration and
Implementation, we established a LinkedIn group: “Global Network for Research Integration and
Implementation” (at: http://www.linkedin.com/groups/Global-Network-Research-Integration-
Implementation-4888295) and one of the findings from the conference evaluation is that participants
are keen to be part of a network and for many a LinkedIn group is a suitable forum. Nevertheless,
not everyone likes the idea of LinkedIn as the sole networking mechanism, with just under 10% of
the evaluation respondents so far opposed and one third having reservations.

We are therefore looking at deploying both the LinkedIn group and this newsletter to support an on-
going network. LinkedIn group member, Corinna Lange, a science communications expert, points out
that “From a communication perspective, you will never succeed in trying to reach everyone using a
single communication tool, and [an] approach to overlapping content across the newsletter and
LinkedlIn is sound communication practice. People can and will choose which tool they prefer to use,
and how often.” See LinkedIn group comments from Tom Worthington and Lyndal-Joy Thompson
who provide additional helpful ideas. Over time, we’'ll also look at adding other communication tools
and we'd be pleased to hear what you've found useful.

One major advantage of LinkedIn is the access to people’s profiles, which makes it possible to find
out more about members than with a regular network membership list. In addition, people maintain
their own profiles, so that managing membership details is a self-organising process. Another feature
of the LinkedIn group is the ability to host discussions and there have been some very informative
exchanges in the Global Network for Research Integration and Implementation. A highlight has been
an exchange comparing different ‘big picture’ views of research integration and implementation,
which started with Vince Vesterby, Len Troncale, Rick Szostak and Mark Edwards, and generated
input from Janet Hope, DP Dash, Tom Worthington, Steven Wallis, and Gary Hampson.
